A) Specific Conditions :-

1)

Top soil to be stacked properly with
proper slope with adequate safeguards
and to be backfilled for reclamation and
rehabilitation of mined out area.

At present there is no top soil on the
mineralized area. The top soil generated
during overburden removal is around 5000
tonnes which is stacked separately and will
be used for mine restoration.

Overburden shall be stacked at
earmarked dump site(s) only and shall
not be kept active for long period. The
maximum height of the dump shall not
exceed 30 m, each stage shall
preferably be of 10 m and over all slope
of the dump shall not exceed 28°. The
mine pit area to be reclaimed by
backfilling the OB in a phased manner.
The OB dumps to be scientifically
vegetated with suitable native species
to prevent erosion and surface run off.
Monitoring and management of
rehabilitated areas to be continue until
the vegetation becomes self-sustaining.
Compliance status shall be submitted
to the Ministry of Environment &
Forests on six monthly basis.

Overburden dumps are stacked separately
which will be used for backfilling in mined
out area. The backfilled areas will be
scientifically vegetated with indigenous
species.

Garland drains to be constructed to
arrest silt and sediment flows from
watering the mine area, roads, green
belt development etc. The drains shall
be regularly desilted particularly after
monsoon and maintained properly.

Garland drain (size, gradient and
length) shall be constructed for both
mine pit and for waste dump and sump
capacity shall be designed keeping
50% safety margin over and above
peak sudden rainfall (based on 50
years data) and maximum discharge in
the area adjoining the mine site. Sump

Garland drains have been provided to
channelise the run-off water into the settling
tanks.

The flow from the settling tanks is then
channelised through series of silt check
dams. All the natural storm water flow is
passed through silt check dams.




capacity shall also provide adequate
retention period to allow proper settling
of silt material.

The production of Bauxite up to
31/03/2012 is 1833 Tons.

Conservation measures for protection
of flora & fauna in the core & buffer
zone shall be drawn up in
consultation with the local forest and
wildlife department.

The core area is fenced with parapet wall
and the natural vegetation is protected.

Four ambient air quality monitoring
stations shall be established in the
core zone & buffer zone for RPM,
SPM, SO2, NOx monitoring. Location
of the stations should be decided
based on the meteorological data,
topographical features and
environmentally and ecologically
sensitive targets and frequency of
monitoring should be undertaken in
consultation with the State Pollution
Control Board.

Ambient air quality stations have been
established in the core and buffer area.

Regular submission of data on
ambient air quality (RPM, SPM,
S02,NOx) to the Ministry including its
Regional Office and the State
Pollution Control Board once in six
months.

The monitoring is carried out as per the
schedule and Data is submitted regularly.
